It is noticed that as per delegated financial
powers, as provided in the GFR (General Financial Rules) as applicable in that
Organisation, expenditure for office items exceeding Rupees Thirty Lakhs requires
sanction of the next higher authority (boss in the present case). Rajesh knows that
immediate superior would expect all these purchases should be done at his level
and may not appreciate such lack of initiative on his part. During discussions with
office, he learns that common practice of splitting of expenditure (where large order
1s divided into a series of smaller ones) is followed to avoid obtaining sanction
from higher authority.
